PRESENTACIÓN DE UN NIÑO(A) DE TRES AÑOS 

En México y varios países de América Latina, los niños se presentan en la iglesia cuando cumplen tres años. El 

origen de esta costumbre religiosa se debe a cuando la Virgen Maria fue llevada al Templo a los tres años por 

sus padres, San Joaquín y Santa Ana, en donde fue iniciada en una vida de fe y servicio. La Bendición del Niño 

de Tres Años es una manera de ofrecer a los niños a Dios y de pedir su bendición sobre ellos y sus familias.  

En San Brendan, celebramos las Presentaciones de Tres Años en grupo, una vez al año, cerca de la fiesta de la 

Presentación de la Virgen Maria en el Templo. Este año las Presentaciones de Tres Años serán el domingo 19 de 

noviembre en la Misa de Español.  

THREE-YEAR-OLD BLESSING  
In Mexico and several Latin American countries, children are presented in church when they turn three years old. 

The origin of this religious custom is due to when the Virgin Mary was brought to the Temple at the age of three 

by her parents, St. Joachim and St. Anne, where she was initiated into a life of faith and service. The Blessing of 

the Three-Year-Olds is a way of offering children to God and asking His blessing on them and their families.  

At St. Brendan's, we celebrate the Three Years Presentations as a group, once a year, around the feast of the 

Presentation of the Virgin Mary in the Temple. This year the Three Year Old Presentations will be on Sunday, No-

vember 19 at the Spanish Mass.

Spiritual Adoption Update - Six Months: I'm fourteen inches long! I am sitting up straight 

now!  By the sixth month the baby's oil and sweat glands are functioning; these help to reg-

ulate body temperature. A white filmy layer covers the baby and protects her  

delicate skin from the surrounding amniotic fluid and from scratches as she twists and 

turns. This waxy substance, a sort of natural skin cream, will be quickly absorbed into her 

skin soon after she is born. She can now respond to sound. Her lungs are fairly well devel-

oped, and she would stand a good chance of survival if born at this time.
