It was always interesting to me that when Jesus came back from the dead, he didn’t hide his wounds. You’d 

think with being powerful enough to be resurrected, you’d also have the power to heal your own wounds. But Je-

sus chooses to keep the holes in his hands and feet. In today’s gospel, we see why -- Jesus connects to us 

through his wounds.  

With Jesus, you don’t have to hide your shame, and you don’t need to cover up your pain. He knows you and he 

loves you as you are. Scars, bruises, cuts and all. Jesus isn’t a ghost, he is very tangible and he is very real. And 

so is your suffering. But rather than keeping it to yourself and trying to figure it out alone. Draw close to Him and 

allow Him to make something beautiful out of the brokenness.
