MALAWI UPDATE 
This week in Malawi was marked by the sudden passing of Archbishop Tarcisius 
Ziyaye of the Lilongwe Archdiocese. When St. Brendan parishioners first started 
travelling to Malawi in 2008 it was to the Blantyre Archdiocese which is where 
Archbishop Ziyaye was assigned. It was with him and then Auxiliary Bishop              
Montfort Stima that St. Brendan first started praying and talking about the idea of 
a sister parish in Malawi. Fast forward to 2015 and we signed our first sister              
parish covenant with Namalaka in the Mangochi diocese, where Bishop Montfort 
Stima is currently. Archbishop Ziyaye was always a gracious host whenever we 
met with him, in Blantyre, Lilongwe or Mangochi. He had been a Bishop since 
1992 in Malawi and his spiritual leadership will be greatly missed. His Grace will 
have a state funeral on Saturday, December 19th. Please pray for Archbishop 
Ziyaye and the people of Malawi during this coming week.
